We became aware today that 
an individual at iPrep Academy School No. 8 tested positive for COVID-19 and is currently self-isolating. We are 
unable to identify the individual due to the confidentiality of medical information. The District remains vigilant 
during these unprecedented times.

In addition, based on guidance from the City of Elizabeth Health Department, Room 203 will begin virtual 
instruction tomorrow Friday, May 7th through Monday, May 17th. Students can resume instruction on Tuesday, 
May 18th.
