NEW AND RETURNING PARENTS TO EPS

Parents of new students must request a new account in order to input all of the information
required to navigate the PowerSchool Parent Portal.

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UNIFORM POLICY

The intended purpose for the EPS dress code is to promote a positive self-image and to enhance
school pride amongst our students.

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NEW AND EXISTING PARENT INSTRUCTIONS

It is extremely important that we have the most updated home address and/or phone numbers so
that we may contact you in the event of an emergency or to discuss your child’s progress. Please
be sure to update your contact information by logging into your PowerSchool Parent Portal and
filling out the Emergency Information form found under the Forms link throughout the course of
the school year should there be a change in either your home address and/or phone number.
Open communication between the home and the school is expected and is one of the more
pertinent keys to academic success in school.

Our Notification system enables staff members to contact parents through email, text, and
through verbal messages recorded on the phone. Through this system, parents are immediately
alerted of urgent information, major events, and/or upcoming dates. To ensure that this system
will continue to operate in a highly effective manner, it is very important that we have the most
current and accurate information on file for each and every student.

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS

The state of New Jersey has mandated that all children born after January 1%, 1997 and enrolled
in Grade Six, will be required to receive a booster dose of the diphtheria, tetanus and
pertussis vaccine (Tdap) as well as one dose of meningococcal vaccine. Documentation that
your child has received the required sixth grade immunizations must be turned into the school
nurse no later than Friday, September 8t, 2023.

Students entering 6™ grade with birthdays on or after Friday, September 8, 2023 must provide
written confirmation from your child’s healthcare provider of the vaccination appointment. This
appointment should be within two weeks of your child turning 11 years of age. The
immunization record must be submitted immediately following the appointment. The Elizabeth
Public School District is compelled by law to ensure that all students receive their required
immunizations.

Children who do not meet immunization requirements or do not have documentation of a
scheduled appointment within two weeks of turning 11 years of age will be excluded from
school beginning the first school day.

TRANSPORTATION

Transportation will be available for the following students:

e Elementary students who live more than 2.0 miles from their school
e High school students who live more than 2.5 miles from their school
e Students whose IEP include transportation services
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GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Both the State of New Jersey Department of Education and the Elizabeth Board of Education
require that all students meet high standards in order to receive a high school diploma.

ABSENCES

Any student who accumulates more than nine (9) absences during the school year, in a subject
area, may have credit for that course withheld even if absences are medically excused. Students
who attain four (4) or more absences during the 4" marking period may have credit withheld.

Any student who is unprepared for physical education nine (9) times or more may have credit for
that course withheld.

REPORT CARDS

Approximately every five weeks (8 times per year) either a progress report or a grade report will
be mailed home. Each report lists important information. Class attendance and tardiness are also
noted on both reports. Throughout the school year, please help us to stay on top of your child’s
attendance and tardiness.

Guidance counselors and administrators are available to meet with you throughout the school
year. Please call ahead for an appointment to discuss your concerns.
