 Attendance 
 
 New Jersey statues require every parent / guardian or other persons having custody and 
control of a child between the ages of 6 and 16 years to cause such child regularly to attend the 
public schools of the district. A student must be in attendance for at least 171 of the 180-day 
school year (95%). In order to be considered to have successfully completed the instructional 
program requirements of the grade / course to which he/she is assigned, no more than a total of 
nine (9) absences is allowed. (EBOE Policy Code 5113) 
 
 
 Safety and Security 

 
Please note that the safety of our students is of the upmost importance to us. Therefore, 

please have the proper photo identification readily available for the security guards in order to 
receive a visitor’s pass upon entering the building. An orderly school environment is essential to 
the success of our learning program.

  By New Jersey state mandate, all Pre-K students must have the flue vaccination by 

January 1st in order to attend school. All incoming 6th grade students must have the Tdap and 
Menactra booster shots before returning to school in September 2019. For any and all medical 
updates or concerns, please contact the school nurse.
