FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL / ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL PROCEDURES 

 
The 2025–2026 school year will begin on Thursday, September 4th, 2025. Instruction will be 
conducted during the hours of 7:45 a.m. to 2:29 p.m. In order to help facilitate both a smooth and 
orderly mode of transition during the times of arrival and dismissal, please adhere to the 
following safety procedures: 
 

• Doors at both the Edison Main and Edison Annex will open at 7:00 a.m.  
• Classes begin at 7:45 a.m., so it’s recommended that students should plan to arrive by 7:30 

a.m. to account for traffic, security checks, and navigating the building.  
• When arriving at school, students will report to their first period classes. Schedules will be 

available on PowerSchool beginning late August.  
• Please ensure your child wears the complete Edison Academy uniform: Teal collared polo 

shirt, long solid black pants, and all-black footwear.

POWERSCHOOL PARENT PORTAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 
PowerSchool is an electronic management system that is utilized by the Elizabeth Public Schools 
in order to collect, store, and maintain pertinent student data and records. The application 
provides parents with real-time access to information that pertains to a student’s schedule, 
attendance, grades, and academic progress; it also offers a convenient and accommodating way 
for both parents and teachers to communicate as needed. Therefore, everyone stays connected. 
Schedules for the upcoming 2025-2026 school year will be available to view on PowerSchool on 
Monday, August 18th.  
 
 
NEW AND RETURNING PARENTS TO EPS  
 
Parents of new students must request a new account in order to input all of the information 
required to navigate the PowerSchool Parent Portal. Parents of existing students will need to log 
in, input, and update any changed information that has occurred for their child.

If you experience technical difficulties while accessing your child's PowerSchool information, 
please contact your child’s school or visit the EPS website at Student Support Services / Student 
Registration (PreK-12) (epsnj.org).

You will 
then be directed to complete an online contact form. After clicking the Save and Done buttons at 
the bottom, your request will be submitted and someone from the school will be in contact with 
you as soon as possible.

ABSENCES 
 

Any student who accumulates more than nine (9) absences during the school year, in a subject 
area, may have credit for that course withheld even if absences are medically excused. Students 
who attain four (4) or more absences during the 4th marking period may have credit withheld. 
 
Any student who is unprepared for physical education nine (9) times or more may have credit for 
that course withheld. 
 
 

REPORT CARDS 
 
Approximately every five weeks (8 times per year) either a progress report or a grade report will 
be mailed home. Each report lists important information. Class attendance and tardiness are also 
noted on both reports. Throughout the school year, please help us to stay on top of your child’s 
attendance and tardiness.
