FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL / ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL PROCEDURES 

 

The 2025–2026 school year will begin on Thursday, September 4th, 2024. Instruction will be conducted during the 

hours of 7:45 a.m. to 2:29 p.m. In order to help facilitate both a smooth and orderly mode of transition during the 

times of arrival and dismissal, please adhere to the following safety procedures: 

 

 

➢ Students are required to wear their full school uniform which has been approved by the district each day 

when attending school.   

 

➢ Each student that enters school must go through the metal detector. Please ensure when entering the school 

your bags are open and ready for inspection.  

 

➢ On the first day of school, report directly to your assigned homeroom upon entering the building. There, 

you will receive your updated schedule and other important information.

Male Students: 

• White dress shirt with Hamilton emblem 

• Navy blue tie (solid)  

• Khaki pants 

• Black or Brown belt  

• Blazer with Hamilton emblem 

• Navy blue socks 

• All-black shoes 

Physical Education Uniform: 

The gym uniform must be worn only during physical education class. It includes: 

• A white t-shirt with the school’s name or a navy-blue sweatshirt with the school’s name

ABSENCES 

 

Any student who accumulates more than nine (9) absences during the school year, in a subject area, may have credit 

for that course withheld even if absences are medically excused. Students who attain four (4) or more absences 

during the 4th marking period may have credit withheld. 

 

Any student who is unprepared for physical education nine (9) times or more may have credit for that course 

withheld. 

 

 

REPORT CARDS 

 

Approximately every five weeks (8 times per year) either a progress report or a grade report will be mailed home. 

Each report lists important information. Class attendance and tardiness are also noted on both reports. Throughout 

the school year, please help us to stay on top of your child’s attendance and tardiness. 

 

Guidance counselors and administrators are available to meet with you throughout the school year. Please call ahead 

for an appointment to discuss your concerns.
