FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL / ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

The 2025-2026 school year will begin on Thursday, September 4™, 2025. Instruction will be conducted
during the hours of 8:20 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. In order to help facilitate both a smooth and orderly mode of
transition during the times of arrival and dismissal, please adhere to the following safety procedures:

Breakfast Program

e Hours are: 7:50 am-8:15 am

o Kindergarten Classes will be served breakfast in their classroom 8:20am-8:35am

e All 1% through 8" grade students will enter through the cafeteria, eat breakfast and then line up by
grade level. (Breakfast Duty Teachers will assist in escorting students: 154" grade, and 5"-
8 grade. 8™ graders will assist in escorting 1% and 2" grade students to class.)

e AIllK, 1% and 2" grade students will report to class and wait for their teacher.

e All 3" through 8" grade students will walk up Exit 3 to wait or be greeted by their teacher.

e At 8:10 am the doors will close, and students will need to report to their designated places of

arrival.
Daily Arrival and Dismissal Procedures
Arrival
e All kindergarten students will arrive and be dismissed through the cafeteria by their teacher.
Cafeteria: K-001, K-002, K-B6
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All 1%t 27 and 3" grade students will arrive and be dismissed through the playground area.
Classrooms will be greeted by their teacher. All grades will be escorted to the classroom by their
teacher at the start of the year.

Exit 2 (Playground): 1-007, 1-008, 2-009, 2-021, 2-022, 3-006, 3-013, and 3-014

All 4™ through 8" grade students will enter through the main entrance but be dismissed from
different exits and be greeted by their teacher at the classroom door.
Exit 1 (Main Entrance): 5-019, 5-020, 6-017, 6-018, 7-023, 8-010 and 8-012

Dismissal for 4"-8" grade
4™ 7% and 8" grade  Exit 1 Main Entrance
5" and 6™ grade Exit 3 Ripley and 3™ Street

All bus students and students in rooms 1-B1, 2-B2, 3-005, 4-024 and 5-003 will arrive and
be dismissed through the gymnasium. Bus students will remain in the gym to be escorted to class

by their teacher. All other students will be greeted by their teacher at 8:20am.
Exit 5 (Gym): 1-B1, 2-B2, 3-005, 4-024 and 5-003

Dismissal

Students are to be dismissed when the bell rings at 3:00 p.m. Teachers will line up and escort students
through assigned exits of the building by their homeroom and/or Specialist teacher. (See below) No
student is to remain in the classroom unsupervised. Teachers must bring all students to the Main Office
immediately if they have not been picked up by their parent/guardian with contact

information. Teachers in grades K-5 will make the initial parent contact with parents.

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS

The state of New Jersey has mandated that all children born after January 1%, 1997 and enrolled in Grade
Six, will be required to receive a booster dose of the diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis vaccine
(Tdap) as well as one dose of meningococcal vaccine. Documentation that your child has received the
required sixth grade immunizations must be turned into the school nurse no later than Thursday,
September 4™, 2025.

Students entering 6 grade with birthdays on or after Thursday, September 4", 2025, must provide
written confirmation from your child’s healthcare provider of the vaccination appointment. This
appointment should be within two weeks of your child turning 11 years of age. The immunization record
must be submitted immediately following the appointment. The Elizabeth Public School District is
compelled by law to ensure that all students receive their required immunizations.

Children who do not meet immunization requirements or do not have documentation of a scheduled
appointment within two weeks of turning 11 vears of age will be excluded from school beginning the
first school day.

TRANSPORTATION
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Transportation will be available for the following students:

e Elementary students who live more than 2.0 miles from their school
e High school students who live more than 2.5 miles from their school
e Students whose IEP include transportation services
