All bus students will enter through the Student Center. K-4 non-bus students will enter through
the Education Center and grade 5-8 non-bus students will enter through the Student Center.
Students in grades 1-8 will report to the gym. All students will eat breakfast in their classroom at
8:20 a.m.

*#* For the first day of school only, September 4, 2025, K students who are brought by a
parent will report directly to their classroom. K students that arrive on the bus will be
brought to the gym.

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS

The state of New Jersey has mandated that all children born after January 1%, 1997 and enrolled
in Grade Six, will be required to receive a booster dose of the diphtheria, tetanus and
pertussis vaccine (Tdap) as well as one dose of meningococcal vaccine. Documentation that
your child has received the required sixth grade immunizations must be turned into the school
nurse no later than Thursday, September 4™, 2025.

Students entering 6" grade with birthdays on or after Thursday, September 4", 2025, must
provide written confirmation from your child’s healthcare provider of the vaccination
appointment. This appointment should be within two weeks of your child turning 11 years of
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age. The immunization record must be submitted immediately following the appointment. The
Elizabeth Public School District is compelled by law to ensure that all students receive their
required immunizations.

Children who do not meet immunization requirements or do not have documentation of a
scheduled appointment within two weeks of turning 11 vears of age will be excluded from
school beginning the first school day.

TRANSPORTATION

Transportation will be available for the following students:

e FElementary students who live more than 2.0 miles from their school
e High school students who live more than 2.5 miles from their school
e Students whose IEP include transportation services
